Act of the Apostles 2:1-11 

“…we hear them speaking in our own tongues.…”  

The apostles received the “Gift of Tongues” in order to have 

the ability to impart Jesus’ messages to various nationalities.

Do you feel His Peace within you?  

Now, feeling that Peace, think of how you can live your life
