13™ Sunday in Ordinary Time ~ July 2nd

2 Kings 4:8-11, 14-16a
“...I know that Elisha is a holy man of God..
...let us arrange a little room on the roof and furnish it for

him...”
Can you imagine inviting a prophet to your house for dinner,
one who then becomes a frequent visitor? Notice that the
woman’s offer of hospitality in this reading from Kings
becomes ever more generous. And what a reward she
receives! Now, we may not have the opportunity to host a
prophet in our own houses, but we do have the opportunity to
welcome the Lord into our hearts each day and to reach out to
those around us in His name. How will you provide
hospitality to someone this week?

Romans 6:3-4, 8-11
“...we who were baptized into Christ Jesus
were baptized into his death....”
We often think of baptism as celebrating the beginning of our
lives as Christians — and so we should. But St. Paul reminds
us that baptism (from the Greek word meaning to dip or
immerse) is a “participation” into Christ’s death -that as Jesus
died and was raised from the dead never to die again, we who
have been submerged (or sprinkled) with baptismal waters
have died to sin and are raised to a new life. Will you take a
few minutes to think what this new life you have been given
means? How will you choose to live?
Matthew 10:37-42

“Whoever loves father and mother more than me is not worthy

of me.
Is this passage from Matthew difficult for you to think about?
We have just celebrated Mothers’ Day and Fathers’ Day,
acknowledging how much we love and thank our parents for
their place in our lives. But Jesus does not say, “don’t love
your parents,” only that we must live Him more and follow
Him no matter what the cost. All of us — all sons and
daughters of God - are called to be Jesus’ presence here and
now. And Matthew reminds us that even the smallest acts of
hospitality will earn us a reward from God. What will you do
today as Jesus’ disciple?
